To give all round training, the academy has a combination of 14 pitches so that the trainees get hands 

on practice on various pitch conditions. These are comprised of 02 fully covered indoor Astro-turf 

pitches with box net, 03 center turf pitches and 09 practice pitches of which, 07 would be turf and 02 

cemented.  Special attention has been given to ensure that the training continues uninterrupted and 

unaffected by the vagaries of weather, 365 days a year. The academy is equipped with a pavilion with 

a sitting gallery; infirmary to handle emergency cases with the support of a physiotherapist, first-aid 

and ambulance; a conference room with audio visual facility; bowling machine and speed gun to 

create a simulated ambience of the actual field of play; video and technical analysis to assist the 

coach with his progress report; practice matches and all-India tournaments. The campus is under the 

round-the-clock security surveillance to safeguard against the threat of extraneous elements. 

Academy is planned to have floodlight facility in future, select scholarships for the outstanding 

cricketing talents, trainee cricketers to be taken to foreign and domestic tours for adapting to various 

cricketing conditions across the world.
